ATTENDANCE t ILLNESSES 
 It is very important for your children to be at school daily.  When they’re not here, 

they’re not learning! Children who have fever, vomiting, or diarrhea are considered 

contagious and should remain home.   

 Students are expected to be in class and prepared each day.  Students shall attend 

a minimum of 160 days per school year in order to be promoted to the next grade.  

Any student who has more than 17 unexcused absences will be retained in the 

current grade.  Parents will receive letters after every 5th absence.  The only 

exception to the attendance regulation shall be in the case of extenuating 

circumstances as outlined below: 

o Extended personal, physical, or emotional illness.  A physician verification 

(doctor’s note only) shall be submitted within five days of the absence or 

the absence will be considered unexcused.   

o Extended hospital stay shall be verified by a physician within 5 days. 

o Extended recuperation from an accident shall be verified by a physician 

within 5 days. 

o Extended contagious disease in the family (not to exceed one week) shall 

be verified by a physician. 

o Prior school system approved travel for educational purposes 

o Death in the family (not to exceed one week) 

o Natural catastrophe and/or disaster 

Students do 

not attend on 

these days. 
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o For any other extenuating circumstances parents must make a formal 

appeal to the principal.  

o It is within the school’s rights and responsibility to call the physician and 

verify an excuse. 

 Students whose absence is considered “excused” may complete make up work.  The 

make up work must be completed and returned according to the number of days 

absent. For example, if a student is out with a 3-day excused absence, the student 

has 3 days to complete missed work.  Students will receive zeros for any work that 

is not completed.  Please remind your children to check with their teachers upon 

returning to school.  

 It is our responsibility to ensure your children’s consistent attendance.  In so 

doing, we will contact Families in Need (FINS) when students are excessively 

absent or tardy. 

 If your child becomes ill with a communicable disease (Measles, Mumps, Chicken 

Pox, Flu, etc), please let the school know as soon as possible.  Parents should 

contact the school office when they realize that their children will be out for an 

extended time. 

 A physician’s verification and release to return to school shall be required for any 

suspicious rash or illness. 

 If a student is absent for two or more consecutive days, a parent may request 

make up work.  The request must be made by 10:00 a. m. by calling the office, and 

the work may be picked up in the office between 2:00 and 2:30 p. m.  

 No work will be made up for suspensions.  Students who are suspended will receive 

grades of zero for all missed work.  

 

ACCIDENTS AND ILLNESS 

Parents will be notified as soon as possible in the event of a student’s 

illness or an accident.  It is VERY IMPORTANT that each student has 

a current information sheet and information card on file in the office.  

Please update these as needed throughout the year. ANY 

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES SHOULD BE REPORTED TO THE 

PRINCIPAL IMMEDIATELY. Please notify your child’s teacher in 

writing of any special medical conditions that the school should be 

aware of. 
SCHOOL HEALTH RULES 

The following guidelines are offered to help you determine when your child is to attend school: 

 Consider carefully a child’s statement of feeling ill. 

 A child with diarrhea and vomiting will not be allowed to remain at school. 
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 A child must be free of fever, diarrhea, and vomiting for 24 hours before 

returning to school. 

 All students must be lice and nit free in order to attend school. 

 Children with severe colds, sore throats, cough, or flu-like symptoms will not be 

allowed to stay at school.   

 Symptoms of pink eye (such as eye drainage, crusty eyelids, redness, itching) may 

indicate a contagious disease. Children with these symptoms will be sent home and 

must have a doctor’s release to return to school. 

 No child shall be sent home ill to stay alone. A parent or responsible party must 

check the child out of school. 

 Skin lesions or rashes should be considered contagious until a medical opinion is 

expressed to the contrary.  A child with an undiagnosed rash or lesion, which could 

be impetigo, scabies, ringworm, staph infection, etc., will not be allowed to stay at 

school and must return with a medical release.  

 In accordance with Louisiana Statute 17:180, all children in the schools “…shall 

present satisfactory evidence of having been immunized against diphtheria, 

Tetanus, Whooping Cough, Poliomyelitis, and other communicable diseases 

according to the following schedule approved by the State of Louisiana Division of 

Health.”  

 

MEDICATION 

If a child is required to take oral medication, topical ointments, nose 

drops, headache medication, eye drops, cough medication, or any 

injection during school hours, the parent or guardian must complete a 

form provided by the school, requiring a doctor’s signature.  A 

prescription label must be on the container with proper medication. A 

parent must bring the medication to school, school personnel must 

verify and document it the logbook.  State law requires that all 

medications be discarded at the end of the school year.  All 

medications and dispensers will be discarded one week after school 

closes. 

 

TARDIES t CHECK-INS t CHECK-OUTS 

 Instructional minutes begin at 8:22.  Students who arrive after the 

8:22 bell are tardy.   Students must be accompanied by an adult and 

signed in through the office before going to class. 

 Students checking in before 11:00 am will be given credit for a full day. 
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 Students checking in after 11:00 am will be counted absent ½ day. 

 Students checking out before 11:00 am will be counted absent for a full 

day. 

 Students checking out after 11:00 am will be given credit for a full day.  

 Instruction begins after the first bell.  When students are tardy, they 

are missing valuable instructional time; therefore, the following 

disciplinary action will be taken for unexcused tardies per semester:    

 

5th Tardy – Before school detention 

    6th Tardy – Charged 1 unexcused 

                      absence 

    7th Tardy – 1-day suspension 

All Subsequent Tardies – 1-day 

suspension 

  

 We will strictly enforce our check-out policy. Only the parent/guardian 

will be allowed to check out students. Only individuals listed on the 

Emergency Information Card will be allowed to check out a student in 

the event of an emergency, accident, or illness. Students will be called 

to the office. Adults are not permitted to go to the classrooms without 

authorization. PHOTO IDENTIFICATION WILL BE REQUIRED.  

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION EXCUSES 

If a child is to miss physical education classes, a written doctor’s 

excuse must be submitted to the teacher/principal for approval.

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TRANSPORTATION 

It is imperative that students’ methods of transportation remain 

consistent each day. It is difficult for children to remember to ride 

the bus one day and attend day care the next. With nearly 500 

students, it is not feasible for our office staff to deliver personal 

transportation messages to our students. Therefore, please discuss 

with your children how they will go home daily.  For their safety, please 

try to keep this as consistent as possible. We understand that 

unforeseen circumstances arise, and on occasions an alternate way 

home may be necessary.  On such occasions, please send a note to 

school with your child. All transportation changes must be made in 

writing and BEFORE 2:30 p. m.  We are doing all we can to ensure your 

children’s safety, and we greatly appreciate your support!  

 

 

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE POLICIES 

 Parents are to use the car pool line to drop off and pick up 

students, with the exception of individuals living in The Willows 

subdivision.  They are allowed to drop and pick up their children in 

the front of the subdivision.  All other students must ride the 

bus, day care vans, or carpool.  Students arriving after 8:22 must 

be checked in through the office by an adult. 

 Students may not arrive at school before 7:55 a.m.  No 

supervisory personnel will be present prior to this time.  All 

students should be picked up no later than 3:25 p. m. 

 If your child attends an after school daycare, please notify them 

when your child is absent or checks out before normal dismissal 

time.  This is the parent/guardian responsibility!  

 

RAINY DAY DISMISSALS 
Rainy day dismissal will be determined by 3:00. If your children walk or ride a 

bicycle to The Willows subdivision, they will be placed on the school bus (BUS 111) 

and taken to their homes.  Bicycles may be picked up after school hours and will be 

the parents’ responsibility.

BUS POLICIES 

Every student must report to his/her home immediately after dismissal 

from school.   

Each student should learn and follow the following school bus rules: 

1. Sit in assigned seat until the bus comes to a complete 

stop.  

2. Keep head, hands, and other objects inside the bus. 

3. Refrain from shouting and screaming. 

4. Listen to and follow the bus driver’s directions. 

5. Electronic devices are not permitted on the bus.  

It is very important for each student to comply with the bus rules for 

the safety of all children.  Failure to follow the bus driver’s rules will 

result in a suspension from the bus. Continued non-compliance will 

result in the student being removed from the bus for the remainder of 

the school year. 

 

CARPOOL DISMISSAL 

Students will be dismissed at 3:13 p. m. to go to the carpool line.  

Vehicles must turn onto Anderson Drive, turn right onto David Drive, 

and then turn right onto Baker Drive.  After entering the gate and 

loading your child, exit the west gate onto Esther Street and turn left.  

Do not use Ester Street to cut through to the carpool line.  Also, 

please be considerate of residents and their driveways.  Do not 

block their driveways while waiting in the carpool line. 
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Due to safety concerns, the front driveway is reserved for buses and 

daycare vans only. 

CLASS PARTIES 

Siblings are not allowed to attend class parties any time. 

 

BIRTHDAY PARTY INVITATIONS 

No party invitations or gifts of any type will be distributed on campus.  

An exception to this rule will be class Christmas party and Valentine’s 

Day exchanges. Teachers are not allowed to give out student 

addresses. 

BOOK SACKS 

No rolling book sacks are allowed on campus by any grade. 

 
 

CLUBS AND SPORTS 

 4-H Club:  4th and 5th grade students 

 Honors Club: 5th grade students 

Sports:  4th and 5th grade 

volleyball, softball, and track  

    (Students who wish to try out for any  

    school sport cannot be 12 years old 

    before January 1st and must not have  

    any F’s on their interim reports or    

    report cards for the grading period 

    in which that sport occurs.) 

 

Adult supervision is required for a student to attend a sporting event 

or game.  This ruling doesn’t apply to team players as their coaches 

supervise them. In order for the school to compete in an event, a full 
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team must exist to represent the school.  Note:  Students cannot form 

their own clubs on campus. 

Students participating in school sponsored athletic events are often 

required to stay after school for practice.  All other students (friends 

and siblings) are required to go home as usual immediately after school. 

Students wishing to attend after-school ball games must go home first 

and return at the scheduled game time with an adult. 

 
CONFERENCES 

Teacher planning periods are each morning from 7:50 until 8:20.  If you 

need a conference, please contact the teacher to make an appointment.  

Teachers have other morning responsibilities such as duty and grade 

level meetings; therefore, it is important to schedule the conference 

with the teacher.  All teachers have access to email, and this is often 

the most convenient way to correspond with them.  Email addresses 

are: firstname.lastname@lpsb.org.  

DISCIPLINE 

We believe that classroom order is crucial to a productive learning 

environment. We expect all students to comply with school rules, 

respect others, and do their best in all things. When rules are broken, 

disciplinary action will be taken. For minor offenses, the following is a 

guideline that teachers will follow. 

1. Conference with student - student explains what went wrong and 

asked to discuss better future choices 

2. Written academic work (10 – 15 minutes)  If the work is not 

completed and signed by a parent, the work is doubled. 

3. Parent phone call and/or parent conference 

4. Referral to office – Recess detention 

5. Before school detention – phone call to parent - Failure to attend 

will result in one day suspension. 

6. Before school detention. 

7. Suspension. 

 

Major infractions will result in more severe disciplinary action.

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EMERGENCIES 

Parents should make sure their children understand what to do if the 

school dismisses early due to inclement weather or other emergencies.  

It is important that the school office be able to keep the phone lines 

open during such times.  Also, please make sure all emergency phone 

numbers for your child are kept up to date throughout the school year.  

The school emergency evacuation location is Northside Baptist Church 

located at 200 Cockerham Ave. 

 
MONEY 

 Cafeteria:  

o Lunches cost $1.25 full price and $0.40 reduced price. 

o Breakfasts cost $0.75 full price and $0.30 reduced price. 

o This is to be paid by the 10th day of the month and returned 

to school in the envelope provided by the cafeteria. 

o Free and reduced lunch applications are available and should 

be returned promptly.  Parents are responsible for lunch 

fees until the form has been returned and approved.  

o Adjustments will be made for absences during the month.

 Spending money is the students’ responsibility! It is not advisable for 

students to have large amounts of money at school.  Recess concessions 

will be limited to $1.00 per student per day.  Concessions include chips, 

pickles, cookies, and candy.  Smoothies will be sold twice a month for 

$2.00 each.  

 All money collected from students for supply fees, fund raisers, lunch, 

etc. must be turned in to the homeroom teacher.  Please put students’ 

names (first and last) on the memo line of checks to ensure proper 

credit. 
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 Students owing money from previous fundraisers will not be permitted 

to participate until the debt is cleared. 

 Separate checks should be written for each student and different 

school activities.  All checks must indicate what the check is for and 

the students’ names should be on the memo line. 

 The school cannot accept checks made payable to CASH. 

 Book club orders are processed through the school. Please make check 

payable to Freshwater Elementary when ordering books from book 

clubs such as Scholastic, etc. 

 Field trips are NON-REFUNDABLE – NO EXCEPTIONS!  Please keep 

this in mind if your child misses a field trip due to behavioral issues or 

illness.  All field trips must be paid at least one week in advance. 

 Money that is sent to school for lunches, fundraisers, school pictures, 

etc. should be sent in a SEALED ENVELOPE AND CONTAIN THE 

CORRECT AMOUNT.  Please make sure the following information is 

clearly labeled on the envelope: 

1. Student’s first and last name 

2. Homeroom teacher’s name 

3. Purpose for the money 

4. Make a note of the student’s first and last name on ALL checks   

5. Once a personal check is returned to the school NSF, all 

future payments must be made with cash, money orders, or a 

cashier’s check.

FIELD TRIPS 

No siblings will be allowed to accompany students on field trips.  All 

fees (i.e. supply, library, lunch, or etc.) must be paid prior to a student 

attending a field trip.

2. Promptly sign and return paperwork when this procedure is 

required.  Notes from teachers should be signed and returned to 

school the following day. 

3. If your child loses any article of clothing you can check the Lost 

and Found near the office.  

4. Student’s name should be written in all jackets, lunchboxes, book 

sacks, etc. Unclaimed articles will be donated to charity twice each 

year.

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2. No running in the school hallways. 

3. Students must have office pass from the teacher visit the office. 

4. Students are not allowed in the classrooms before school or during 

recess without permission from their teacher. 

5. No combs, brushes, or hats/caps should be brought to school. 

6. Students are not to bring unauthorized materials to school (toys, 

trading cards, CD players, pagers, cell phones, etc). Such items will 

be confiscated and released to parents.  

7. School rules apply at all school sponsored functions in the parish. 

 
SELLING OR BUYING AT SCHOOL 

Students are not allowed to sell or buy anything from another student 

while at school unless it is a school- sponsored fundraiser.  Students 

are not to bring items to school to be traded or given as gifts to other 

students such as trading cards, gifts of jewelry from boys to girls. 

 
SUBSTITUTES 

Anyone interested in becoming a substitute should come by the school 

office to obtain an application form.  You must have this form filled out 

and be interviewed by the principal prior to becoming a substitute.  You 

must also pay a $50 background check fee and submit your fingerprints 

to the School Board prior to becoming a substitute. 

 
TEXTBOOKS 

A student will be charged a fine of $5.00 for bar codes 

that are damaged or removed.  Students will be responsible 

for the complete replacement cost of a textbook if 

damaged, lost, or stolen. 

 
USE OF OFFICE PHONE 

Students are not allowed to use the school’s office phone to call for 

homework, money, books, etc. that may have been forgotten at home.  

Because we value instructional time, classes will not be interrupted for 

students to retrieve forgotten items.  When a parent brings items to 

school (booksacks, lunchboxes, homework), the student’s teacher will 
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be notified via email, and the student may retrieve the items during 

recess.   

 
VISITOR’S PASS 

All visitors to our school campus must check-in through the office upon 

arrival and receive a badge to wear while visiting. Visitors must sign out 

and leave badge in office before leaving campus.  
 

LIVINGSTON PARISH NCLB, TITLE I 

Complaint Resolution Procedure 

1.    Within seven days after receiving a written complaint concerning violations of 

Title I requirements the principal will investigate and determine if a violation 

exists.  If a violation does exist he has seven days to resolve the complaint.  A 

report of the investigation will be forwarded to the Title I Director and 

Superintendent. 

2. Parties involved may appeal in writing the decision of the principal to the Title I 

Director.  The Title I Director has seven days to resolve the complaint.  A report 

will be forwarded to the Superintendent. 

3. Parties involved may appeal in writing the decision of the Title I Director to the 

Superintendent who has seven days to resolve the complaint.  

4. Parties involved may appeal in writing the decision of the Superintendent to the 

School Board.  The School Board has seven days to resolve the complaint.  

5. Parties involved may appeal in writing the decision of the School Board to the 

State Department of Education for final disposition. 

 

The complainant and local education agency will be notified of the date, time and 

location of all hearings concerning written complaints. 

 

An opportunity will be provided for complainant and the local education agency to 

present evidence, including the opportunity to question parties involved with the 

dispute. 

 

The complaint resolution procedure will be given to employees in Title I.  

Information concerning these procedures is available upon request, free of charge, 

to interested parties.

 A District-wide Parent/Family Advisory Council has been established in 

order to revise the current Livingston Parish Title I Family Involvement policy and 

expand the plan in accordance with the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001. This 

council will meet regularly in order to coordinate and integrate family involvement 

across federal programs and to evaluate the effectiveness of the policy.  This 

policy will be made available to the local community and updated periodically to 

meet the changing needs of the parents and the school.  

Under the direction and technical assistance of the Local Education Agency, 

each Title I school will have parents serve on the Schoolwide Committee, which will 

function to review the schoolwide plan and parent activities for that school. This 

plan will be specific to the Title I school and will provide a means for parents to 

become more involved in the students’ education. 

 An annual meeting will be held in each school in which parents will be given 

information about their school participation in the Title I program and an 

explanation of the requirements of regular reports on their children’s progress, 

reasonable access to staff, opportunities to volunteer and participate in their 

child’s class, and to request information regarding the professional qualifications 

of their student’s classroom teachers. One goal of this plan will be to improve 

communication between home and school through compacts, newsletters, parent-

teacher conferences, telephone calls, handbooks, agendas, surveys and other types 

of sharing information.  It is important that parents respond to communications 

from the school in a timely manner and talk with their children about their 

classroom activities. 

 Another goal will be to provide information to parents concerning the No 

Child Left Behind Act of 2002, the State of Louisiana Accountability Law, the 

curriculum used at the school, the forms of academic assessment used to measure 

student progress, and the proficiency levels students are expected to meet. 

 Title I schools will assist families with parenting skills, including technology, 

and give assistance in helping with homework, projects, and other at-home 

activities.  Parents will be encouraged to take advantage of parent-teacher 

conferences as a way of monitoring the progress of students.  Schools will also 

provide opportunities for the local community to become more involved with 

families and with the school. 

 Parent participation is essential to the success of the students’ achievement, 

parents provide a vital link between the school and the student.  Students should 

know that their parents value education and achievement and are available to help 

them achieve their goals.
